Cambridgeshire Library Service gives 

support to Reading Groups as  part of its policy  to develop  customer’s knowledge and to promote the use of creative 
Every Reading Group can

· Register at a chosen library
· Borrow up to ten books
· Place a free hold for multiple copies
· Borrow books for a six week period
· Receive advice and guidance about Reading Group management and what to read.
Reading Groups are encouraged

to request titles that are not on 

current Best Seller lists or on 

borrower waiting lists. Sometimes Reading Groups begin to queue for the same title so it is advisable to always have a second or third choice as ready alternatives when placing reservations for a group.

Books for visually impaired readers can often be provided on tape but many titles enjoyed by reading groups are not available in Large Print format.
Reading Groups meeting in 

libraries
These are organised by Senior Librarians

to meet during library opening hours, once every three or four weeks.  Members often take over organisation of the meetings,

only requiring assistance from library staff to provide the reading material.

Private Reading Groups

Many reading groups meet in members’

homes or locations  such as Pubs, Cafés  Village Halls. If you belong to such a 

group you may request a visit from a 

Senior Librarian who will explain the use 

of a Reading Group ticket and other facilities such as event information. 

Groups may register at one library of their choice and make arrangements for one member to make reservations, collect and

return their books.

NB. It is possible for individual members to collect and return their own copies of the books but it will be necessary for one member to be nominated as the library contact

Reading Groups meeting in the Workplace

These Reading Groups normally meet

during a regular lunch-time slot. Rules of registering are the same as above. 

Workplace Reading Groups are often

encouraged by management to create a good working atmosphere and can

contribute to team building. Again a 

Senior Librarian can be made available to visit your workplace to enable the setting up of such groups.

Meeting in Colleges

These may register in the same way as other groups but the library service will require the name and details of the tutor and an up to date record of attendees. 

Help may be given with posters, leaflets and reading lists.
